	1. In the event atmospheric conditions are such as to make the burning of the above materials hazardous, the Applicant must no start the burning process: or if burning is in process must cease the burning operation.
	

	2.  The following materials are not allowed to be burned:  Garbage, paper, cardboard, tires and other rubber products, building materials including wood scraps, wire, plastics and other synthetic materials, asphalt shingles and other products with heavy oils, paints, household or agricultural chemicals.
	

	3.   At no time during the burning shall the applicant fail to have the fire constantly attended by a competent person until such fire is extinguished.  Such person shall have a garden hose connected to a water supply or other extinguishing equipment available for use. 
	

	4. Materials shall be burned in small piles, in a cleared area, at least 50 feet away from any structure, in an approved burner, not less than 15 feet from any structure.
	

	5. No materials, (tree limbs) larger than 6 inches in diameter are to be burned.
	

	6. Failure to comply with the above requirements will result in revocation of this permit.
	

	7. A Fire Department representative shall conduct a site visit
	

	8. This permit must be available on site at the time of burning.
	

	Details regarding the above request must be filed when application is made and whenever requested by a City of Burlington Fire Code Official.  It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that conditions are in accordance with applicable State and Local Fire Regulations.  A site inspection in conjunction with this permit is required to verify compliance with the State Fire Code. 

Upon verification of compliance, this document constitutes a legal permit.  A copy of the permit is required to be on premises/ site at all times when work does commence.
